Wastewater Treatment Plant should be operational by 07 June. Startup and initial testing of the TDU commenced week of 22 May. Contaminated soils test phase to begin in early June. Construction of the contaminated and treated soils handling buildings should begin 29 May. Confirmatory soil sampling completed to date has indicated that contaminants exist beyond the original excavation limit lines and depths.  A media event was held at the site on 15 May.
